A federal court in Miami ordered a South Florida company and its

president to pay $1.86 million to some 500 victims of a scheme that sold them
water purification systems by falsely claiming their local drinking water contained
toxins that presented a health danger (United States v. All County Water
Association Inc., S.D. Fla., No. 0:07-CR-60208C, 2/21/08). . .. A salesman, Lou
Banos, was also sentenced to five years probation. According to the statement,
from May 2002 until July 2007, ACWA, Basi, and Banos falsely told South Florida
residents their drinking water was potentially life-threatening. They then sold,
financed, installed, and maintained unnecessary water purification systems to the
victims. In their indictment, the defendants were charged with soliciting
customers with postcards and brochures for free tap water tests. Water collected
was discarded, but victims were told it contained a range of toxins, from mercury
to high chlorine levels.
