Yes.  We will contact qualified candidates by email after February 21 with details on when and where to report for testing.

I submitted by application but haven’t heard anything.  


You may receive an email that acknowledges receipt of your application.  You will not hear anything more until after February 21.

Do I have to send copies of all my certifications?


No, the only thing required is a copy of your EMT certification and your CPAT (if current)

I took the CPAT last summer – does it count?


No.  Only CPAT cards issued between September 1, 2010 and June 10, 2011 are considered current cards.

I haven’t taken my CPAT yet.  Do I have to have it before I can apply? 


You may submit your application without your CPAT card.  You have until June 10, 2011 to take your CPAT and submit a copy of your card.  

I noticed that one application form asks for job history for 5 years, but another one asks for 10 years job history.  Which do you want?


Our apologies for the discrepancy.  We would like 10 years of job history information, but if you completed the application that only asks for 5 years – don’t sweat it.  We’ll deal with it later. 

I want to test for both PFA and Greeley Fire.  

Will one application work for both agencies?

No.  You must submit an application to each agency separately.  PFA and Greeley have different application forms and different requirements.  

Are there two different tests?

No.  You will take one test but your score will be reported to both agencies.

I cannot come to the testing on March 12.  Can I reschedule or come a different day?

No, we are not administering the test at any other times.

I have an EMT from another state (not Colorado) – can I still apply?

No, you must either possess Colorado EMT certification or National certification.  Certifications from other states will not be accepted.  

My EMT certification is expired.  Can I still apply?

No.  You must possess EMT certification at the time of application and must maintain certification through date of hire, including all required refresher courses. Copies of appropriate Certification must be included in application.  Applications that do not contain copies of current EMT-B (or more advanced) certifications will not be considered.
I got my CPAT at Pikes Peak – is that acceptable?

Pikes Peak Community College and Aims Community College are listed as having “limited” CPAT licensure.  CPATs from these schools are accepted.  See this wesbsite for a full listing of CPAT authorized schools and agencies
