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SECTION I. BACKGROUND, OVERVIEW, AND GOALS
A. Background

The City of Greeley is a home rule municipality with a council-manager form of government and is the county
seat and the most populous municipality of Weld County, Colorado. Greeley is in northern Colorado and is
situated 52 miles north-northeast of the Colorado State Capitol in Denver. According to the U.S. Census Bureau,
the population of the city is roughly 111,000 which makes it the 12th-most populous city in Colorado. The City
has an annual budget of ~$490M with a fiscal year that starts Jan 1%, and employees over 1100 employees.
Greeley is a major city of the Front Range Urban Corridor and home to the University of Northern Colorado which
is a public baccalaureate and graduate research university with approximately 12,000 students and six colleges
as well as Aims Community College, which has served the community since 1967.

The Greeley Ice Haus is a single sheet, year-round, indoor ice arena. The facility hosts a variety of ice sports
and ice-skating activities including NAHL Junior Hockey, University of Northen Colorado Hockey, Youth Hockey,
Adult Hockey Leagues, Figure Skating, Learn-to-Skate/Learn-to-Play-Hockey, and many Public Skating
opportunities.

B. Overview

The City of Greeley is currently pursuing a liquor License for the Greeley Ice Haus. Pending approval, the City is
seeking multiple liquor, wine, beer, and Malt beverage distributors. The City of Greeley has no minimum or
maximum on the number of distributors selected for this Award. The Ice Haus is looking for a distributor to help
service our current needs and help fulfill the increased demand. The City of Greeley is in the final stages of
signing a NAHL Hockey team. Will we need a variety of Distributors to help service this anticipated increase in
demand.

Please note that this solicitation is only for Alcoholic/ Adult Beverages. Soda, water, and other beverages will not
be part of this solicitation.

C. Goals

The City is looking to procure one (1) or more qualified vendors to help service The Greeley Ice Haus (Ice
Skating Rink). We are looking for Liquor Distributors/Suppliers (or equivalent) to help provide the requested
Alcoholic beverages located in Exhibit 5. The City of Greeley is looking for vendors that will also provide a
“‘inventory management system” or a way to help monitor our stock/inventory levels. The goal is to have the
first shipment of alcohol delivered by September 27, 2023.

SECTION Il. STATEMENT OF WORK
A. Scope of Services

To Provide the Greeley Ice Haus with a steady supply of (not limited to) wine, spirts, liquor, beer, and malt
beverages. The City is seeking a non-exclusive supplier/distributor for Alcoholic Beverages for the entity known
as The Greeley Ice Haus. The anticipated volume is estimated to be around $100,000 dollars per year. The Ice
Haus hosts several special events per year including (but not limited to): 28 junior hockey games, 16 UNC hockey
games, 3 nights of adult leagues weekly, 2 ice shows, multiple outdoor events.

The Awarded Vendor(s) shall be responsible for delivery of products and will help develop (and Maintain) an
Inventory Management system. Inventory Management system will be defined as, “A system to help monitor
alcohol inventory levels and give the customer recommendations on what products need to be restocked,
ordered, etc.

The Ice Haus will serve alcohol and will have trained personnel to distribute the alcohol to customers. The
Awarded Vendor(s) WILL NOT be responsible for serving alcohol to Ice Haus customers.
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B. Period of Award
The completion date of providing the required qualifications and services by September 30", 2027. If Awarded,
the contract term for services shall be for two (2) years with two (2) one-year options (extensions) pending City
approval. All Awards are tentative pending a fully executed contract between the vendor and the City.
If the City desires to extend the contract, no later than thirty (30) days prior to expiration, the City’s Purchasing
Contact may send a notice in writing to the vendor requesting firm pricing for the next twelve-month period. After
the City evaluates the firm pricing qualification from the vendor, it will determine whether to extend the contract.
All awards and extensions are subject to annual appropriation of funds. The provisions of the foregoing
paragraphs with respect to extensions of the terms of the contract shall be null and void if the contract has been
terminated or revoked during the initial term or any extension thereof. All decisions to extend the contract are at
the option of the City.
C. Minimum Mandatory Qualifications of Offeror
The Qualifications for this solicitation are as follows:

The Vendor Must be located in Colorado

The Vendor Must have all proper accreditations, licenses, and other materials to operate as a Liquor
supplier/distributor

The Vendor Must provide an example or summary of their Inventory Management approach

The Vendor needs to be capable to meet the anticipated volume and be flexible in order sizes and
frequency

The Vendor Must provide 3 references or proof of work on projects/contracts of similar scope

SECTION lll.  ADMINISTRATIVE INFORMATION
A. Issuing Office

The City’s contact name listed herein is to be the sole point of contact concerning this RFQ. Offerors shall not
directly contact other personnel regarding matters concerning this RFQ or to arrange meetings related to such.

B. Official Means of Communication

Response to offerors’ inquiries will be published as addenda on the Rocky Mountain Bid System in a timely
manner. Offerors cannot rely on any other statements that clarify or alter any specification or other term or
condition of the RFQ.

Should any interested offeror, sales representative, or firm find any part of the listed qualifications, specifications,
terms and conditions to be discrepant, incomplete, or otherwise questionable in any respect, it shall be the
responsibility of the concerned party to notify the Purchasing Contact of such matters immediately upon
discovery.

D. Insurance

The successful contractor will be required to provide a Certificate of Insurance (Exhibit 3) or other proof of
insurance naming the City of Greeley as "additional insured”. Coverage must include COMMERCIAL GENERAL
LIABILITY coverage with minimum limits of $2,000,000, and WORKER’S COMPENSATION coverage with limits
in accordance with State of Colorado requirements.

COMPREHENSIVE AUTOMOBILE LIABILITY with minimum limits for bodily injury and property damage
coverage of at least $1,000,000, plus an additional amount adequate to pay related attorneys' fees and defense
costs, for each of Consultant's owned, hired or non-owned vehicles assigned to or used in performance of this
agreement.

The City shall be named as additional Insured for General and Auto Liability Insurance.

E. Modification or Withdrawal of Qualifications
Qualifications may be modified or withdrawn by the offeror prior to the established due date and time.
F. Minor Informalities

Minor informalities are matters of form rather than substance evident from the response or insignificant mistakes
that can be waived or corrected without prejudice to other vendors. The Purchasing Manager may waive such
informalities or allow the vendor to correct them depending on which is in the best interest of the City.

G. Responsibility Determination

The City will make awards only to responsible vendors. The City reserves the right to assess offeror responsibility
at any time in this RFQ process and may not make a responsibility determination for every offeror.

H. Acceptance of RFQ Terms

A qualification submitted in response to this RFQ shall constitute a binding offer. The autographic signature of
a person who is legally authorized to execute contractual obligations on behalf of the offeror shall indicate
acknowledgment of this condition. A submission in response to this RFQ acknowledges acceptance by the
offeror of all terms and conditions as set forth herein.

l. Protested Solicitations and Awards

Right to protest. Any actual or prospective bidder, offeror or contractor who is aggrieved in connection with the
solicitation or award of a contract must protest in writing to the City Manager as a prerequisite to seeking judicial
relief. Protestors are urged to seek informal resolution of their complaints initially with the Purchasing Manager.
A protest shall be submitted within ten (10) calendar days after such aggrieved person knows or should have
known of the facts giving rise thereto. A protest with respect to an invitation for bids or request for qualifications
shall be submitted in writing prior to the opening of bids or the closing date of qualifications, unless the aggrieved
person did not know and should not have known of the facts giving rise to such protests prior to bid opening or
the closing date for qualifications.
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1. Stay of procurement during protests. In the event of a timely protest under Subsection (A) of this
Section, the Purchasing Manager shall not proceed further with the solicitation or award of the
contract until all administrative and judicial remedies have been exhausted or until the City Manager
makes a written determination on the record that the award of a contract without delay is necessary
to protect substantial interest of the City. (Ord. 75, 1984 82 (part))

J. Confidential/Proprietary Information

All qualifications will be confidential until a contract is awarded and fully executed. At that time, all qualifications
and documents pertaining to the qualifications will be open for public inspection, except for the material that is
proprietary or confidential. However, requests for confidentiality can be submitted to the Purchasing Contact
provided that the submission is in accordance with the following procedures. This remains the sole responsibility
of the offeror. The Purchasing Contact will make no attempt to cure any information that is found to be at a
variance with this procedure. The offeror may not be given an opportunity to cure any variances after qualification
opening. Neither a qualification in its entirety, nor qualification price information will be considered
confidential/proprietary. Questions regarding the application of this procedure must be directed to the
Purchasing Contact listed in this RFQ.

K. Acceptance of Qualifications Content

M. Negotiation of Award

In the event only one (1) responsive qualification is received by the City, the City reserves the right to negotiate
the award for the services with the offeror submitting the qualification in lieu of accepting the qualification as is.

The City is not liable for any cost incurred prior to issuance of a legally executed contract and/or a purchase
order.

Q. Utilization of Award by Other Agencies

and/or school districts to utilize the resulting award under all terms and conditions specified and upon agreement

by all parties. Usage by any other entity shall not have a negative impact on the City of Greeley in the current
term or in any future terms.
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R. Non-Discrimination

The offeror shall comply with all applicable state and federal laws, rules and regulations involving non-
discrimination on the basis of race, color, religion, national origin, age or sex.

S. News Releases

Neither the City, nor the offeror, shall make news releases pertaining to this RFQ prior to execution of the contract
without prior written approval of the other party. Written consent on the City’s behalf is provided by the Public
Information Office.

T. Certification of Independent Price Determination

1. By submission of this qualification each offeror certifies, and in the case of a joint qualification each
party, thereto certifies as to its own organization, that in connection with this procurement:

a) The prices in this qualification have been arrived at independently, without consultation,
communication, or agreement, for the purpose of restricting competition, as to any matter
relating to such prices with any other offeror or with any competitor;

b) Unless otherwise required by law, the prices which have been quoted in this qualification have
not been knowingly disclosed by the offeror and will not knowingly be disclosed by the offeror
prior to opening, directly or indirectly to any other offeror or to any competitor; and

c) No attempt has been made or will be made by the offeror to induce any other person or firm to
submit or not to submit a qualification for the purpose of restricting competition.

2. Each person signing the Request for Qualification form of this qualification certifies that:

a) He/she is the person in the offeror’'s organization responsible within that organization for the
decision as to the qualifications and prices being offered herein and that he/she has not
participated, and will not participate, in any action contrary to (1.a) through (1.c) above; or

b) He/she is not the person in the offeror’s organization responsible within that organization for the
decision as to the qualifications and prices being offered herein but that he/she has been
authorized in writing to act as agent for the persons responsible for such decision in certifying
that such persons have not participated, and will not participate, in any action contrary to (1.a)
through (1.c) above, and as their agent does hereby so certify; and he/she has not participated,
and will not participate, in any action contrary to (1.a) through (1.c) above.

Where (1.b) above has been deleted or modified, the qualification will not be considered for
award unless the offeror furnishes with the qualification a signed statement which sets forth in detail
the circumstances of the disclosure and the City’s Purchasing Manager, or designee, determines that
such disclosure was not made for the purpose of restricting competition.

4, The Contract Documents may be executed in two or more counterparts, each of which shall be deemed
an original but all of which together shall constitute one and the same document. The Contract
Documents, including all component parts set forth above, may be executed and delivered by
electronic signature by any of the parties and all parties consent to the use of electronic signatures.

u. Taxes

The City of Greeley is exempt from all federal excise taxes and all Colorado State and local government sales
and use taxes. Where applicable, contractor will be responsible for payment of use taxes.
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V. Assignment and Delegation

Neither party to any resulting contract may assign or delegate any portion of the agreement without the prior
written consent of the other party.

W. Availability of Funds

Financial obligations of the City of Greeley payable after the current fiscal year are contingent upon funds for that
purpose being appropriated, budgeted and otherwise made available. In the event funds are not appropriated,
any resulting contract will become null and void without penalty to the City.

X. (Intentionally Removed)

Y. Damages for Breach of Contract

In addition to any other legal or equitable remedy the City may be entitled to for a breach of this Contract, if the
City terminates this Contract, in whole or in part, due to contractor’s breach of any provision of this Contract,
contractor shall be liable for actual and consequential damages to the City.

Z. Other Statutes

1. The signatory hereto avers that he/she is familiar with Colorado Revised Statutes, 18-8-301, et seq.
(Bribery and Corrupt Influence) and 18-8-401, et seq. (Abuse of Public Office) as amended, and that no
violation such provisions is present.

2. The signatory hereto avers that to his/her knowledge, no City of Greeley employee has any personal or
beneficial interest whatsoever in the service or property described herein. See CRS 24-18-201 and CRS
24-50-507.
